Anniversary. The Quadrennial meeting, held on October 24th-27th in the heart of
Philadelphia, was fast-paced, informative, and fun for all attendees. Sigma Beta Del-
ta represents over 450 colleges and universities and proudly claims over 100,000

' honor society members. During the whirlwind of activities and events, founding
members Dr. James H. Bearden and Dr. Donald H. Driemer were honored for their
years of dedication and commitment to the collegiate honor society community
and especially their prominent roles in establishing Sigma Beta Delta.

Their inspiring stories and determination to honor students and their academic suc-
cess demonstrated the importance of belonging to Sigma Beta Delta. Established
to recognize outstanding academic accomplishments. the next generation of lead-
ers were delighted to learn from their historical perspectives.
